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MINUTES OF FINANCE COMMITTEE

Thursday, September 26, 2013
Location: Food Court in Fashion Square Mall in Sherman Oaks, CA

· CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M by Howard Katchen, Treasurer
 and Finance Committee Chairman.

· ATTENDANCE:  There were four (4) Finance Committee members present: Howard Katchen, Matt Plotkin, Richard Marciniak, and Ron Ziff. There was a quorum. Also in attendance was Rick Rabins, President of The Village Gardeners and Jeanette from the Conor Lynch Foundation. 
· Agenda Item 2 (MINUTES):  A motion to approve the minutes of August 29, 2013 was made by Ron Ziff, second by Richard Marciniak, and approved unanimously.
· Agenda Item 3: Howard Katchen reviewed and discussed the FYE 2013-2014 financial report and current financial status. FYE 2013-2014 unused funds are $35,490.93. Motion to approve the report was made by Ron Ziff, seconded by Richard Marciniak, and approved unanimously. 
· Agenda Item 4: Funding Request: Rick Rabbins, President of The Village Gardeners gave a presentation about the River Walk Project near Valleyheart Drive and Ethel Avenue and requested funds of $6,000 for a pebble mosaic mural in the River Walk. The project encompasses CD3 and CD4. The River Walk is financially sponsored by Councilman Tom LaBonge ($10,000.00) and County Supervisor Zev Yaroslavsky . Rick is also requesting funds from the Studio City NC, which has supported Village Gardeners projects in the past. If approved and when the project is completed, Sherman Oaks NC would be recognized by its logo appearing on a sign of sponsors at the River Walk. After much discussion, Richard Marciniak suggested an amended motion to allocate $3,000 to the mural and have the Sherman Oaks NC express full support for this project. Matt Plotkin second this amended motion and it was approved unanimously.  
· Agenda Item 5: Funding Request. Jeanette from the Conor Lynch Foundation gave a presentation about the Conor Lynch 5k run on October 27, 2013 and requested $599.94 for bathroom facilities at the event. The Foundation has made similar requests in the past few years which have been supported by Sherman Oaks NC. Sherman Oaks NC will be recognized by having its logo on tee shirts, marketing materials and any publicity for this event. Howard Katchen made a motion to approve the funding request. Richard Marciniak second and it was approved unanimously.

Agenda Item 6: Funding Request: Ron Ziff requested $200 for the Sherman Oaks NC to purchase a tablet with WI-FI capability to be used for community outreach (i.e. events, Board meetings, etc.) in gathering and inputting stakeholders and others contact information directly into Sherman Oaks NC website database. Too often, paper lists either aren't added on to our mailing list quick enough or at all. Concerns about feasibility, Wi-Fi availability issues and data security were expressed and discussed. Richard Marciniak suggested an amended motion allowing up to $250 for a tablet that has Wi-Fi capabilities, no phone plan, and that the Treasurer of the Sherman Oaks NC hold on to the tablet when it is not in use. Ron Ziff second this amended motion. Matt Plotin, Ron Ziff, and Richard Marciniak voted yes. Howard Katchen voted no. Amended motion was approved 3-1.
