Chair’s Report:  The SONC voted to oppose the proposed cancellation of reconfiguration of Metro Route #761 due to the fact that it would be a serious disturbance to travelers heading to the Westside-University students, veterans, hospital patients, office workers and domestic workers.  If approved, it would increase traffic on the 405 Freeway and on Sepulveda Blvd.  SONC had previously voted to request Metro to extend bus route #734 to Century City.  Both of these proposals were also forwarded to the Valley Alliance of Neighborhood Councils.  The VANC, representing 34 Neighborhood Councils voted unanimously to make both requests of Metro.

 

The National Park Service is working on a plan to establish a park called Rim of the Valley.  The Park would cover open space on the Verdugo Hills, Santa Susanna Mountains and the Santa Monica Mountains above Sherman Oaks.  The jam centers would be around Beverly Glen and mostly cars traveling to Century City.

 

Councilman LaBonge’s Office held a meeting of interested groups this week to discuss uses of a $67,000 fund that was created by the LaReina developers in 1983.  The consensus was to look into improving night lighting on Ventura Blvd., from Van Nuys Blvd. to Sepulveda Blvd.

 

Jeff Kalban has been appointed Vice Chair of the Committee (Art Fields is stepping down).  Chair would like to thank Art for his service to the Committee over the past 3 years.  We could not have accomplished what we did without Art Field’s help.

Conditional Use Permit and Project Permit Compliance for a rooftop wireless telecommunications facility at 4419 N. Van Nuys Blvd.  –All concerns stated at the November, 2012 LUC meeting were resolved.  Unanimous approval was given.

 

7 Single Family Homes on McCormick Street (14560-14630) and a 30 unit townhouse condominium project.  Developers are seeking the approval of the  LUC for a sub-division variance.  The following people expressed their concerns:  “Larry”, William Hill, Gary Robison, Michael Feron, Kevin Dietz, Eric Streeper, Ginger Zumaeta, Cary Israel and Barbara Levine.  Public as well as Committee requests less Single Family Homes, street widening, drainage, barriers during construction and after construction to maintain quality of life of neighbors, bond to guarantee that street will be finished prior to building of houses in addition to concerns stated in November, 2012 meeting. 

Craig Buck made a motion to table until applicant returns with architectural requests, barriers that will be done, reduction of R1 lots, visual mitigation now through construction.  Jeff Kalban seconded motion and Committee supported Motion.  (Note:  Alicia Bartley recused herself)
